AN ORDINANCE SETTING DATES, TIMES, AND PLACES 

FOR PUBLIC HEARINGS ON THE

PROPOSED ANNEXATION

OF CERTAIN PROPERTY BY THE CITY OF ONALASKA, TEXAS,

AND AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE MAYOR TO

PUBLISH NOTICE OF SUCH PUBLIC HEARING

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ONALASKA, TEXAS:

SECTION 1:  On the 1st day of March, 2005, at 9:00 a.m. and on the 8th day of March, 2005, at 6:00 p.m., in the City Council Chamber of the City Hall of the City of Onalaska, Texas, the City Council will hold public hearing giving all interested persons the right to appear and be heard on the proposed annexation by the City of Onalaska. Texas, of the following described property, to-wit:

THENCE with the South line of said 6.0 acre tract East, 467.46 feet to the Southeast corner of same, a 5/8" iron rod for corner from which a 26" Red Oak (X) N 25 deg. 00' W, 52.15 feet and a 12" Pine (X) N 03 deg. 3D' W, 45.19 feet; 


THENCE with the East line of said 6.0 acre tract North 610.26 feet to the 

Northeast corner of same, a 5/8" iron rod for corner from which a 7" Red Oak. (X) N 15 deg. 30' E, 7.1 feet and a 9" Post Oak (X) S 50 deg. 00' E, 5.9 feet; 


THENCE with the North line of said 6.0 acre tract N 88 deg.  13' 12" W, 161.97 feet to the place of Beginning and containing 123.83 acres more or less of land, of which 123.01 acres more or less is in said Burgess Survey and 0.82 acres more or less in said Fletcher Survey;
