CITY OF ONALASKA

ORDINANCE NO. 281
CHPATER 9, IS HEREBY AMENDED BY ADDING
SECTION 8:  THRU TRUCK TRAFFIC PROHIBITED

AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING THRU TRUCK TRAFFIC
 ON OLD TRINITY ROAD AS DESIGNATED

WHEREAS, it has become apparent to the City Council of the City of Onalaska, Texas, there is a need to designate certain streets or portions of streets which shall not be used by trucks traveling in the City; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Onalaska, Texas, has surveyed the City streets and finds that certain road surfaces will not support trucks or tractor-trailer combination with dual or tandem rear axles; and
WHEREAS, when the City has caused signs to be erected stating “No Thru Trucks” or “Thru Trucks Prohibited” it shall be unlawful for any person to operate thru trucks on such streets and are subject to a fine for violation of City Code;

and

WHEREAS, the City excepts from this ordinance such vehicles that are being used to deliver or pick up materials or merchandise and then only when they enter such street at the intersection nearest the destination of the vehicle and proceed thereon no farther than the nearest intersection thereafter; and
WHEREAS, through truck traffic shall be prohibited upon Old Trinity Road from US 190 West to the intersection of FM 356 North.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Onalaska, Texas, that through truck traffic shall be prohibited upon Old Trinity Road from US 190 West to the intersection of FM 356 North.
BE IT FURTHERED ORDAINED that this Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon approval and publication.

THAT Severability is intended throughout and within the provisions of this Ordinance. If any provision, including any exception, part, phrase, or term or the application thereof to any person or circumstance is held invalid, the application to other persons or circumstances shall not be affected thereby and the validity of the Ordinance in any and all other respects shall not be affected thereby;

THAT all ordinances and parts of ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.
